Exhibitor Contract

This contract is made and entered into on this date of __________ by and between ___________________________ (hereafter referred to as the EXHIBITOR) and The Seattle Antiquarian Book Fair (SABF).  Parties agree as follows:

The SABF will produce and manage "The Seattle Antiquarian Book Fair" at the Seattle Center Exhibition Hall in Seattle, Washington on October 13 & 14, 2018.
EXHIBITOR agrees to rent from the SABF one or more booths (or one half booth) at the above facility.  Booth location will be designated upon receipt of deposit. YOUR DEPOSIT MUST ACCOMPANY THIS SIGNED CONTRACT AND PAYMENT OF DEPOSIT WILL INDICATE YOUR ACCEPTANCE OF THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS DESCRIBED HEREIN.
Premier Booth = $1200 (deposit of $600 required by April 1st, 2018)

Full Booth = $1000 (deposit of $500 required by April 1st, 2018)

Half Booth = $550 (deposit of $300 required by April 1st, 2018)

Booths are 10' wide x 10' deep, fully draped and carpeted, and they include: ONE 8-ft draped table, ONE 6-ft draped table, ONE overhead 500-watt floodlight, TWO chairs, ONE wastebasket and exhibitor signage showing company name, affiliation(s), city/state/country, and booth number. 
1) The EXHIBITOR may not sublet, share or reassign their booth without prior written approval of the SABF.

2) If the EXHIBITOR fails to make any required payments when payable, the amount paid to the time of default may be retained by the SABF as liquidated damages except as provided herein, and the SABF may make other use of the rental space as it considers to be in its best interests.

3) The first $200 of any deposit is non-refundable. If an exhibitor has paid fees in excess of $200 and cancels with 60 days notice, SABF shall return to the EXHIBITOR such amounts as have been paid, less this $200.  Any cancellation to exhibit within 60 days of the Seattle Antiquarian Book Fair will result in the exhibitor's forfeiture of all monies paid.

4) The EXHIBITOR shall be furnished a list of the rules and regulations of the Book Fair prior to the event and will be expected to adhere to said rules and regulations. All items displayed must be clearly priced and available for sale.
5) The SABF will not be liable for non-fulfillment of this contract as to the delivery of space if unable to perform for any of the following reasons: fire, Act of God, strikes, civil disorder, commercial impracticability, government order, default by the Seattle Center or any other cause beyond the SABF's control. However, in the event of not being able to hold the Book Fair for any of the above reasons, SABF will reimburse exhibitors pro rata on any amount paid, less any legitimate expenses incurred in the promotion and organization of SABF, including, without limitation, promotional, leasing, advertising and fee expenses which are not recoverable by the SABF. 

6) a. All exhibits are made at the EXHIBITOR'S sole risk. Neither the SABF, nor the Seattle Center, nor any subcontractors shall be liable for any damage or loss by fire, theft or other casualty to exhibitor's product or other personal property. EXHIBITORS are expected to maintain personnel in their booths during all hours of the fair and are solely responsible for the security of their own exhibitions.

     b. The SABF carries no insurance to account for EXHIBITORS or their exhibits. Neither the SABF, nor their subcontractors, nor the employees of the Seattle Center will be responsible for any injury, loss or damage that may be incurred to the EXHIBITORS or to the EXHIBITOR'S employees or property prior to, during, or subsequent to the period covered by this Book Fair contract.

7) The SABF reserves the right to remove from the floor any item which the SABF, in their sole discretion, deems unsuitable. All exhibitors are to utilize uniform fixtures provided by SABF and its contractors. The SABF must approve any non-uniform fixtures, including signs, table draping, and shelving in advance.
8) The EXHIBITOR must leave all facilities leased to him or her in the same condition in which they were delivered.  The EXHIBITOR shall be responsible for loss or damage to any facilities leased. EXHIBITOR is restricted from painting or otherwise altering these facilities, including the partitions.

9) If circumstances demand, the SABF may change the allocated space, reduce or increase booth sizes, or alter the shape of the booth allocated. The SABF reserves the right to rearrange the floor plan, alter entrances and exits, electrical changes as required, and to undertake structural changes as needed. The EXHIBITOR, by signing this contract, agrees to abide by all SABF floor plan changes, should they become necessary.

10) Charges for additional services and equipment ordered will be invoiced immediately and due no later than the last public day of the book fair. 
11) The SABF maintains the right to terminate this contract if the EXHIBITOR'S inclusion would not be in the best interests of the SABF, or if the EXHIBITOR is not a businessperson in good standing with the bookselling community.  If the SABF does terminate this contract for either of these stated reasons, the EXHIBITOR hereby releases the SABF from any liability arising from the release.
